The Frostville Village Church is an 1847’s restored church, formerly Rnown as
the North Olmsted Congregational Church (aRg The Barton Road Church). The
building was moved in June 2005 from the corner of Lorain and Barton Road to
Frostville Museum in the Rocky River Reservation Cleveland Metroparks. Over
the next three years it was lovingly restored by the members and volunteers of
the Olmsted Historical Society. On August 3%, 2008 the re-dedication ceremomny
was held and two weeks later we had our first weddiny.
